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Holidays  
Parents /carers are reminded that they have a legal obligation to ensure their child attends school.  The 
Headteacher and the local authority are unable to authorise any term time leave. A fixed penalty notice of 
£60 per child, per parent, will be issued for term time holiday.

First Aid 
Simple first aid is applied at school.  If an accident needs hospital attention we try to contact the parents 
first.  We therefore need an up to date address and telephone number for home and work.  In addition, we 
require an alternative telephone number to contact in an emergency. 
 
School Milk 
Our school milk is supplied by Cool Milk Ltd. Under 5's receive milk free of charge; you simply need to 
register that your child would like to have it. Milk is supplied at a subsidised rate for over 5's. Please visit 
the Cool Milk website (www.coolmilk.com) to register your child and to manage payments (if your child is 
over 5yrs old) for your child's milk. We do encourage parents to take up this option.  
 
School Fruit 
The school also takes part in the National School Fruit Scheme. Children aged 3-6 years (KS1) are entitled to 
a free piece of fruit each school day.  We also encourage children in Key Stage 2 to bring fruit to school to 
eat during morning break time

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School Lunches 
Children can either have a school lunch or bring a packed lunch.  We ask for 2 weeks notice if you want 
your child to change from one to the other. 

 
School Dinners are cooked on the premises and cost £2.40 per meal.  
Meals must be paid weekly in advance through ParentPay.  Parents are 
issued with login details or a PayPoint card (on request).  
 

Menus are provided each term detailing the meals on offer. Each day children will have the option of a 
main dish, a halal dish, a vegetarian dish and an alternative such as a jacket potato, wrap or similar. A fish 
dish will be offered each Friday. Seasonal vegetables, salad, fresh fruit, fresh bread and drinking water will 
be available every day. Should your child have any special dietary requirements (for medical or religious 
reasons) please contact the school. 
 
All Key Stage 1 children (Reception, Year 1 and Year 2) are entitled to a free school dinner under the 
Universal Infants Free School Meals initiative.   
 
Packed lunches must be brought to school in a suitable lunch box and we ask parents to keep healthy 
eating in mind when selecting items for packed lunches.

EXTENDED SCHOOL PROVISION 
 
Beavers Community Primary School maintains an open door policy and has a firm commitment to serving 
the local community.  Our extensive facilities include a Playgroup, Sports Pavilion,  3G Games Area, Football 
Pitches and Lifelong Learning Facilities.  Many of our parents achieve formal qualifications and gain active 
employment as a result. 
 
Breakfast Club 
We are fortunate in being able to offer a breakfast club in school for a nominal charge of £3.00 per session.  
Children can be dropped at the breakfast club from 8.00 a.m. onwards.  Breakfast is served and activities 
provided until the start of school.  To book a space in Breakfast Club please speak to Barbara Moses, the 
Community Liaison Officer. 
 
Beavers After School Hours (BASH) 
The school also facilitates an after hours scheme known as the BASH Club.  The club is open Monday to 
Friday from 3.15pm ς 5.45pm during term time for children aged 5 ς 11 years of age.  For £6.50 per session 
the children are provided with a light snack and lots of games and activities both in and outdoors.  If you 
wish your child to attend BASH, please speak to the office for an application form. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 



 

 
PROJECT ACHIEVE? 
 

What is Project Achieve? 
It is a programme, which aims to increase good behaviour in school to give children a peaceful background 
against which they can work well and achieve more. 
 

How does it work? 
Each class has a 30 minute social skills lesson twice a week.  The children learn how to 
 

interrupt politely 
ask someone to play 
deal with feeling cross 
 

or up to sixty identified skills.  The skills that the children learn in the lessons help them to behave more 
appropriately in the situation in which they find themselves. 
 

What happens in lessons?  
The teacher and children decide what steps are needed to be able to carry out the skill well.  The teacher 
demonstrates the skills with another adult.  Then one or two of the children demonstrate the skill in this 
role-play situation. 
 

What happens after the lessons? 
When the child is seen to use the skill around the school he/she is praised for acting well.  
 
What happens if a child is acting in an anti-social way 
The programme teaches children to ά{¢ht ϧ ¢ILbYέ about what they are doing, so they may find an adult 
asking them to ά{¢ht ϧ ¢ILbYέ.   
 

The child is then helped to decide whether they will make a good choice or a bad choice of behaviour and 
the consequences of each choice are discussed.  Children are praised for making a good choice. 
 
Who uses the programme? 
Everyone in the school involved with the children use this system, 
 
The teachers 
Learning support assistants 
School Secretaries 
Welfare Staff 
Lunchtime supervisors 
And the caretaker 
 
Very often, too, the children remind each other to ά{¢ht ϧ ¢ILbYέ. 
 
Can the programme be used at home? 
All the skills taught at school can be applied to the wider community.  The school has one skill each week 
which everyone focuses on, alongside the individual skills covered in the classroom.  The school focus skill 
will be displayed in the classroom and around school.  Parents are encouraged to use the programme at 
home.
